Election for class representative — Grade 8, Suryodaya School

It was time for the annual election of the Class Representative (Class Rep). The Class Rep
would represent the class in meetings with teachers, organise events, and act as a bridge
between the students and school authorities. Three students — Ahmed, Gurmat, and Ravi —
decided to contest for the position. The class teacher, Ms. Usha, was appointed as the Election
Officer to ensure the election process was fair, transparent, and followed all the necessary
rules.

Here’s a brief introduction of each of the candidates: Ahmed promised to improve the
cleanliness of the classrooms and the playground. Gurmat was interested in helping all her
classmates learn better. She proposed creating a system of peer coaching and mutual support.
Ravi wanted to make more space in their class timetable for the arts curriculum — music,
theatre, and visual art — in line with the new curriculum.

Campaigning: Ahmed put up posters, Gurmat used the noticeboard and spoke to classmates,
while Ravi held a lunchtime music performance to promote his idea.
