According to the policy, by 2025, at least 50 % of learners through the
school and higher education system shall have exposure to skill education, for
which a clear action plan with targets and timelines are to be developed.

II. The policy aims to overcome the social status associated with skill education and
integration of skill education into mainstream education in all educational institutions
in a phased manner. Beginning with skill exposure at early ages in middle and

higher education.
